2. Orientation – it puts us in right alignment with God.  
                   Our reaching up as God reaches down. 
3. Relational – with God – with other people 
4. Connectional – with the Holy Spirit – with ourselves 
5. Settling – it settles us in God and anchors us in JC

2. Seeking connection 

3. Exploring Christ’s way 

4. Beginning a New Life in Christ 

5. Growing our life in Christ
